Louis Maloof is an ad-man turned actor and a creative thinker who invests much 
in his community of Chatham. Close to 13 years ago, he and his wife Carole decided to open their home and 
host a series of fundraisers involving theater and musical productions to benefit local charities that were close 
to their hearts, such as the Cape Cod Commercial Hook Fishermen's Association.
